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   The 310th Security Forces Squadron will be the only reserve security forces team to compete in Guardian Challenge 2004, the only space warfighter competition in the Air Force. 

   This year's 310th SFS GC team consists of Tech. Sgt. Ray Birch, team leader; Tech. Sgt. James Chamberlain, assistant team leader; Staff Sgt. Clark Tinan, fire team member; Staff Sgt. Robert Warren, alternate fire team member; and Senior Airman Ronnie Locke, M-203 grenadier and fire team member. 

   Airman Locke is a return competitor to GC and earned the Top Gun trophy for Best Grenadier in 2002's GC competition and is gunning for a repeat this year.

   The competitors compete in three areas: tactics, marksmanship and the obstacle course. The teams will be judged on their ability to complete all of their assigned objectives in a timely, effective and safe manner. 

   The tactics portion pins the competitors up against an aggressor force who knows the terrain, is aware of the competitors’ objectives, and was hand picked for their aggressiveness and ingenuity. Therefore, the competitors, who in their own right are considered the cream of the crop, are facing a challenge that will push them to their limits, both physically and mentally. 

   The marksmanship competition will challenge the competitors’ skill at putting lead on target, accurately and timely. 

   The obstacle course will test the endurance, strength and flexibility of the competitors.

   Activated in 1998, the 310th SFS is equipped to provide rapid flexible seizure and reoccupation capabilities; to provide manning for observation posts and protect vital, vulnerable, and irreplaceable space ground assets. The squadron also provides increased security at high-vulnerability locations securing deployed or fixed critical command centers. In addition, the unit also supports Air Expeditionary Force taskings.
