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GUARDIAN CHALLENGE – SPACE COMPETITION

Space Operations

The space operations mission includes space surveillance, satellite command and control and missile warning.  Space operations events at Guardian Challenge fall under two areas:

· Missile warning and space surveillance competitors face a two-hour warfighting scenario of mission-related events and react to time-critical missile warning messages amidst power failures, communications problems and security crises.

· Satellite command and control operations competitors compete in two-hour warfighting scenarios featuring time-critical satellite and computer failures, communication problems and routine satellite data and telemetry collecting.  

Space Launch Operations

Operations crews from the spacelift community face evaluations up to three hours long.  Teams react to environmental emergencies, launch safety operations and equipment malfunctions while dealing with power failures, communication outages and security problems.

Space Launch Maintenance

Maintenance teams from the two spacelift bases, Vandenberg and Patrick AFBs, compete in evaluations lasting up to three hours.  Competitors are required to detect, correct and document any number of conditions from emergency situations to basic technical performance requirements.

Space Communications

Space communications personnel from Schriever, Peterson and Buckley AFBs compete in evaluations lasting up to four hours.  Each base fields two-person teams comprised of Systems Control specialists.  Personnel are required to perform tasks including troubleshooting circuits, reporting outages and demonstrating safety and security procedures.
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
