n Team Vandenberg is feeling an-
other pinch at the pumps and this
time it�s not just because of rising
gas costs.

�The base gas station is closed
until further notice,� said Steve
Reisbeck, Army and  Air Force Ex-
change Service general manager.

It was Christmas Day last year and our family
was skiing at a resort in Colorado.  It was a
wonderful family outing in a perfect setting.
Then my 21-year-old son fell on the slope, hit a

tree and our family�s life turned upside down.
My son had a head injury that required brain

surgery and a month�s hospital stay.  He is expected
to fully recover but it�s a long road until that day.

It�s a happy ending but it could have been a
personal financial disaster as well as a medical
ordeal.

That�s when my other family came in to help �
my Air Force family.

We take this family for granted and become used
to the benefits we receive � paychecks, 30 days of
leave a year and medical benefits.  We just assume
that the Air Force family will be there as a safety
net in case anything goes wrong in our lives.  That�s
what I did.

However, working with our medical and person-
nel people after the accident, we found out there are
rules with TRICARE that, if ignored, could prove
disastrous for a family in a similar situation.

For example, TRICARE eligibility rules are

Crisis teaches family about TRICARE
especially critical for everyone with a child of college
age to understand.  Did you know that dependents
must be full-time college students the semester
before their 21st birthday to remain eligible for
medical coverage?  Many dependents work while in
college and may not be aware there are a minimum
number of college hours required to stay eligible in
the Air Force medical system.  Also, once a depen-
dent turns 21, their military ID card expires and
certain criteria must be met before a new card is
issued.  Understanding all the rules is essential if the
system will work for you.

In our case, our prayers were answered and
everything worked out, both medically and finan-
cially.  But we immediately saw how easily it could
have been otherwise if the requirements were not
followed and understood.

I hope no one has first-hand knowledge of a
medical disaster in your family like we did in the
Burley family.

The one thing you can do to prepare for a medical
emergency is to never take your benefits for granted.
Understand the rules.  Then with simple precautions,
you can ensure that the Air Force family takes care
of its own.

It sure took care of us.

P
rior-enlisted
officers are usually
pretty easy to pick
out of a line up.
Some are older than

their counterparts.  Others
may wear ribbons and
decorations from a sister
service.

While they�ve traded in
their stripes for bars, each
honors his heritage by having
a been-there-done-that
appreciation for the enlisted
force he leads.

With 27 years of service
under his belt, Lt. Col. David
Cannon, 30th Services Squad-
ron commander, is a role
model for prior-enlisted
officers.  He spent four years
on active duty in the Navy
before he separated in 1976 as
a petty officer second class.

After he left the Navy,
Cannon went to college and
majored in radio and televi-
sion.  Family was his driving
factor for Air Force service.

�Originally, I looked into re-
joining the Navy, but I didn�t
want the long separations that
sea-going service required,�
he said.  In January 1980, he

entered the Air
Force with a
guaranteed job
in public
affairs.

�When I
went to
Officer
Training
School, I
knew the
military,� he
said.  �I
understood the
(culture) and
the purpose
and where we
fit into the
overall scheme
from a
national level.�

He said the
biggest benefit for him was
realizing that he didn�t know
everything he needed to.

�I knew I had to rely on the
noncommissioned officer
corps and our DoD civilians if
I were to succeed,� Cannon
said.  �My job was to help
them succeed and that, in
turn, would help me.�

A few months ago, Staff
Sgt. Brian Fielden was a
missile maintenance instructor
for the 532nd Training Squad-
ron.  He entered OTS to

change his perspective.  Now
a second lieutenant, he�s back
at Vandenberg as a space and
missile student in the 392nd

Training Squadron.
�I believe that one of the

greatest benefits to being prior
enlisted is that I have first-
hand experience along with a
deep-rooted understanding of
the workings within the
enlisted side of the house,�
Fielden said.

When he decided to make
the Air Force a career, Fielden

pursued his
commission
with fervor.

�I worked
long hours in
the field, then
spent time each
day in school,�
he said.  His
dedication paid
off and now
he�s looking
forward to
having a
greater impact
on the mission
as an officer.

Entering the
Air Force as an
Airman 1st

Class with a
bachelor�s

degree, 2nd Lt. Alan Acevedo
climbed the enlisted ladder to
staff sergeant in less than four
years before gaining his
commission in August 2000.

�I liked the challenge of
having higher responsibilities,�
Acevedo said.  �This caught
the attention of my immediate
supervisors and helped me
gain their support for accep-
tance into my commissioning
source.�

He doesn�t believe being
prior enlisted makes him a

better officer, but it gives him
an additional insight into the
mechanics of how the enlisted
side operates.

At the core of a prior
enlisted officer�s commission-
ing is a goal.

�Set your goals, apply
yourself, and take advantage
of whatever opportunities that
are available within and
outside the workplace,�
Acevedo said.  �It is important
to be active in the process and
to be persistent in not giving
up.�

Cannon offered simple
advice to enlisted members
who may want to wear bars.

�If you�re serious about
becoming an officer, seek the
counsel of those who�ve done
what you�re thinking about
doing,� he said.  �Once
you�ve made becoming an
officer your goal, do what it
takes to get there.�

Recognizing the integral
role officers and enlisted
members have on each other�s
careers, Cannon added, �The
Air Force needs great officers
to take us forward.  But
remember, behind every great
officer there are hundreds of
enlisted people who get the job
done.�
