AT/FP raises awareness

B Team Vandenberg sharpened its skills
this week during an exercise of aslightly
different nature.

Whilenormal mohility, deployment, and
disaster response exercises require
changesto thedaily routine, anti-terrorism
scenarios tend to take place behind the
scenes. Team Vandenberg members go
about their normal daily routines but keep
a keen eye out for anything out of the
ordinary.

“Theintent of thisweek’ santi-terrorism
forceprotection exerciseistotest and raise
awareness,” said 30th Space Wing
installation antiterrorism officer Tech. Sgt.
Bruce Campbell.

Sergeant Campbell said they used
guidelinesfor this exercise set forth in the

Air Force Office of Special Investigation’s
Eagle EyesProgram.

The program involves reporting
suspiciousactivity likesurveillance of daily
activities, elicitation of information and
suspicious people or people out of place.

Sergeant Campbell said the AT/FPteams
run suspicious activity exercise scenarios
throughout the base.

“We take suspicious packagesto offices
and see how people respond,” he said.
Scenarios can involve a suspicious person
trying to persuade an individual to deliver
a package to an office or building. They
can aso include leaving unattended items
in an office or obvious place like adoor or
entranceto abuilding. Theobjectisto see
whether or not anyone notices and reports
it, he said.

AT/FP cadre also attempt to access

Airmen’s computers left unsecured,
Sergeant Campbell said.

In any case the expected action or
reaction is that people’s level of
awareness is such that they notice
something out of the ordinary and
take the correct action.

“Everybody is a sensor,” said Ed
Rambus, 30th Space Wing Exercise
and Evaluations. *“Practice and
education are key to ensuring
everyone's safety.”

“If someone does great we tell
them, but if someone doesn’t do so
well wetell them what they should have
done and thusraise their antiterrorism
awareness,” Sergeant Campbell said.

“The bottom line is we educate,
maintain and increase awareness,” the
anti-terrorism NCO said.

Master sergeant jailed
for sexual harassment

Court upholdsAir Force's zero-tolerance policy

B |n related courts-martial here, two
members of the 30th Security Forces
Squadron were found guilty of various
formsof sexual harassment.

Senior Airman DanaBrown, 30th SFS,
wasfound guilty of indecent exposureat a
special court-martial June11.

Master Sgt. James Dusenberry, 30th
SFS, was found guilty of maltreatment
during ageneral court-martial July 2.

According to therecord of trial, Senior
Airman Brown came under investigation
in January 2004. He was accused of
exposing himself to two female security
forcesAirmen while on duty.

Four officers found Senior Airman
Brown guilty and sentenced himto 25 days
of hard labor, 30 days restriction to base
and forfeiture of $50 pay per month for 12
months.

Master Sgt. Dusenberry came under
investigation in October 2003, according
to testimony at trial. He was tried for
making sexual comments and advances
toward ajunior ranking member of hisflight.

ZERO TOLERANCE

+ Master sergeant guilty of
maltreatment

Sentence: 30 days confine-
ment, reduction in rank to staff
sergeant.

+ Senior airman guilty of
indecent exposure

Sentence: 25 days hard
labor, 30 days restriction to
base, forfeiture of $50 pay per
month for 12 months.

As the flight chief, Master Sgt.
Dusenberry was in the female Airman’s
direct chain of command.

The court members, four officers and
four NCOs, found him guilty and
sentenced him to 30 days confinement and
reduction in rank to staff sergeant.

Under the provisions of Article 93 of
the Uniform Code of Military Justice,
sexual harassment  constitutes

maltreatment, said Capt. MarlaGillman, 30th
Space Wing Staff JudgeAdvocate'soffice.
It does not necessarily require physical
contact, she said.

The UCMJ defines sexual harassment
as influencing, offering to influence or
threatening the career, pay or job of another
personin exchangefor sexual favors, Capt.
Gillman said. It further defines sexual
harassment as deliberate or repeated
offensive gestures or comments of asexual
nature.

Air Forceinstruction also prohibitsthis
behavior, Capt. Gillman added. The Air
Forcehasastrict policy that it will conduct
itsaffarsfreefrom unlawful discrimination
and sexua harassment. Even perceived
complimentssuch as, “Nicelegs,” or,“You
look hot in that outfit,” are inappropriate
and can make people feel uncomfortable
or worse.

Neither the UCMJ nor Air Force
instruction requires the individual on the
receiving end to actually feel
uncomfortable. It's enough that others
may be disturbed by the nature of the acts,
Capt. Gillman said.
